In 2000, CUPE Local 1004 named our scholarship the “Wilf Greensill Memorial
Scholarship” in memory of Brother Wilf Greensill who was fatally injured on
the job by a hit and run driver on March 3, 1997.

Brother Greensill was employed by the City of Vancouver Sewers Branch since
1972. He was a truck driver and was checking an unusual noise on his vehicle
when he was fatally injured. He left behind a wife, three daughters, family and
friends. He was scheduled to retire within two months and reminds us all how
fragile life is.

A bench has been dedicated to Wilf on the east side of the train in Stanley
Park. The Sewer’s Branch retired Wilf’s Truck, Number 1359, in his memory.
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In 2020, Local 1004 dedicated the “Mo Cerra Memorial Scholarship” in memory
of Brother Mo Cerra who was fatally injured on the job in a workplace accident
on September 28, 2019.

The incident occurred on a Saturday afternoon while our members were
working in the area of Boundary Road and Second Avenue.

Brother Cerra worked for the City of Vancouver Streets Branch. He was a long-
serving member and a very well-loved individual - the kind of person who
always had a smile on his face and was always went out of his way to brighten
the lives of those he worked with.
